What an incredible year and a half it
has been since launching Free to
Thrive in June of 2017. | set out on
this journey to fill a critical gap in
San Diego - the need for
comprehensive legal services for
human trafficking survivors. Along
the way, countless people joined in
and offered their time, talent and
treasure to support our cause. | am
deeply grateful to each and every
person who contributed to our work.

It has been a year of tremendous
growth for the organization. We
began by piloting the clinic at three
partner organizations in the summer
of 2017. In the fall, we focused on
community outreach to get the word
out about our services.

In January 2018, as client referrals
increased, we focused on training pro
bono attorneys to support our
clients. By the end of 2018 we had
nearly 100 clients and 12 clinic
locations throughout San Diego
County. We also went from a single
employee to 4 staff members.

CLINIC IS THE FIRST OF ITS
KIND IN SAN DIEGO

Free to Thrive began serving clients in June of 2017. The
Free to Thrive Legal Clinic (“Clinic") is the first of its kind in
San Diego County to provide mobile, holistic and trauma-
informed legal services to victims and survivors of human
trafficking of all genders and identities. This includes
survivors of sex and labor trafficking, foreign nationals and
U.S. citizens, adults and minors.

The Clinic is an innovative collaboration with social service

providers, law enforcement, government agencies,
students, and law firms.
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WHO WE SERVE

Free to Thrive serves some of the most vulnerable
members of our community - homeless and indigent
women, current and former foster youth, victims and
survivors of domestic violence, LGBTQ+ individuals,
current and formerly incarcerated women, and
individuals with cognitive and mental disabilities - all
of whom are human trafficking survivors,

All of our current clients are female and all but
four were born in the United States. Their ages
range from 18 to late 50s, with the majority of our
clients in their late 20s and early 30s.

The vast majority of our clients are victims of sex
trafficking with the remainder victims of labor
trafficking or both. Our clients are of various races
and ethnicities including white, black, Hispanic,
Filipino and multiple-races.

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FINANCIAL OVERVIEW

We are currently serving over 100 clients with two full-time attorneys, one
part-time attorney and a part-time client liaison & outreach coordinator. We
leverage this small staff to serve our 100+ clients through support from our
volunteer and pro bono attorneys. Since our launch in 2017. Free to Thrive's
pro bono attorneys have donated over 1,040 hours. The value of these hours
is over $100,000!

The overall program budget for the Clinic in 2018 was $283,060. Our overall
program budget for 2019 is $430,650. This increased budget reflects our plan
to grow our staff in 2019 to better serve our current and future clients.
